- Now take the cylindrical support 
(A jar, bottle or paper towel roll)
- Cut a piece of the flexible mirror sheet
- Wrap the sheet around the cylinder and
- Secure it in place with a piece of scotch tape
- Position the cylinder 
at the center of the anamorphic grid

Painters used to utilize 
anamorphosis designs to create optical 
illusions while painting on curved surfaces. 
The object, figure or represented scene would 
undergo a prospective deformation that, 
when observed from a specific point of view, appeared in 
its natural form.
Leondardo da Vinci was absolutely fascinated by this 
artistic technique, as seen by the numerous notes and 
anamorphic sketches found in his notebooks. 

The word anamorphosis comes from the Greek roots
 “ana” = going back and Morphé = Form. 

Therefore its literal meaning is “recreation/reconstruction of the form.” 
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
